Skype meeting of the publication committee

There were no Skype meetings from June – December 2017 with the publication committee. One Skype meeting was held between Linda Kreitzer and Carolyn Noble.
Eileen Young Husband book
The above book is in the process of being published in early 2018. Carolyn has managed to gather together 13 of the possible 17 EYH lectures and they present a very interesting coverage of issues over the last 30 years. Prof Lynne Healy will do the preface and we will include article written about Eileen by Prof Karen Lyons.  We are looking forward to selling it at the Dublin conference in 2018. Thanks goes to Carolyn Noble for putting this publication together. 
Kathryn Kendall book
The publication committee agreed to buy 5 copies of the Kathryn Kendall book for the next 5 awardees of the Kathryn Kendal Award. This will account for the next 10 years of conferences. Due to the high cost of the book, the chair and co-chair have decided not to buy any of these books for the IASSW stall in Dublin.
Social Dialogue
The 17th issue of the Social Dialogue came out in September entitled: Populism and Social Work. The December issue will focus on Latin America and will be in Spanish and English looking at social work and critical education theorists from Latin America: Helle Strauss is working on this with a Carolina Munoz our Latin American colleague. The edition is tentatively titled Social Work Education in Latin America. The next issue due in Feb has some very interesting articles on Arts and Social Work, edited by Prof Ephrat Huss from Israel.  Carolyn is always looking for more ideas for future Social Dialogue issues and we all need to be committed to using them in our classrooms… suggestions always welcome.
Advertising in Social Dialogue
At the beginning of this year, we sent out two templates for members to send to publishers and universities to consider advertising in the Social Dialogue. They are attached at the end of this report. We have not had any results from this distribution. We would like to stress to the committee the importance of finding universities and publishers to advertise in the Social Dialogue so that we can become self-sustaining. A more concerted effort by the publication committee would be welcomed in 2018 so that we can create a self-sustaining free magazine from IASSW. Please make a concerted effort to approach at least two publishers/your university in 2018 to ask them to advertise in the magazine.
Community Development book 
There are 22 chapter abstracts that have been selected to put into a publication proposal. If anyone has any ideas for a publisher and would like to know more information please contact Carolyn Noble. Myself and others have offered to help in getting this book out before next summer. The editors haven’t given up on this proposal, but a rethink is needed to get the project moving along. 
International Social Work Journal (ISWJ) editorial board 
ISWJ asked for a 2000 word presentation from each international association for the issue that will be launched in Dublin. Anna Maria and Antoinette wrote and sent in this presentation. It was also used for IASSW News and Views, so Anna Maria wrote this piece celebrating also our 90 years of service as an international social work organization.
The ISWJ is looking for a new editor. It is also reorganizing itself so that all three international organizations have equal number on the editorial board. We submitted 5 IASSW member names, one from each region, to step forward to sit on the ISWJ board. A decision will be made in February concerning the ISWJ editorial board. EASSW has nominated two new representatives for the IASSW Board to substitute Vassilios who decided not to continue as Vice President of EASSW, thus will no longer sit on the board of IASSW.
The journal will be celebrating its 60th anniversary and 2 themed issues and a virtual special issue will be completed. Celebrations took place in Paris and it is hoped that celebrations will take place in Dublin (2018). 
Publisher for IASSW 
Annamaria would like us to try and find a publisher for IASSW that would publish all of our books in the future. This has not been accomplished yet.
